RULES OF PROPER HANDLING OF THE TAPS

The taps' surfaces should be cleaned with water and soap and then wiped and polished
with the use of a soft-cloth. Caustic substances, chlorine compounds, acids, lye, solvents,
whiteners and cleaning agents containing friction substances should not be used. Plastic
parts should not be cleaned with the use of agents containing alcohol, disinfectants or
solvents.

MAINTENANCE

The proper operation of one-and two-handle taps in large measure depends on the water
quality hard-ness, calcium saturation and the content of pollutants such as sand, scale,
etc. The water quality influences the frequency of performing necessary maintenance
operations by the user. The periods between maintenance operations can be extended by
the use of mesh filters mentioned in the Assembly section.

Cleaning the stream regulator

In the case of water flow, reduction the stream regulator (see fig. 1) should be cleaned in
the following way:

« unscrew the stream regulator and clean it with a jet of water from the outflow side,

= while screwing in the regulator ensure the gasket is fixed properly,

« If the regulator cannot be effectively cleaned, it should be replaced with a new one.

Cleaning the head

The water flow regulator (the head) should be cleaned at least once every half a year

(depending on the water quality) in the following way:

e unscrew the handle (disassemble by removing the hot/cold water hole plug and
unscrewing the screw fixing the handle),

= unscrew the nut fixing the head,

- remove the head; clean with a jet of water, grease the moveable parts with silicone
lubricant,

- assemble the unit performing the above operations in the reverse or-der, ensuring the
head gasket is properly fixed,

» Tighten the head with a torque of 6 - 10Nm.

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ASSEMBLY

The taps should be assembled by companies or persons with appropriate qualifications;
the assembly operations should be carried out according to best practices and the
instructions given in this document. Wrenches used for assembling the devices should be
no clamping tools with smooth jaw surfaces. In order to ensure long and reliable
operation of the taps the water- pipe system should be equipped with mesh filters or, if
that solution cannot be applied, with individual cut-off valves with filters, designed for the
taps. Failure to comply with the above condition shall void the guarantee. The taps should
be assembled in place and in a way enabling easy access to the devices during mainte-
nance, repair or disassembly operations.

Standing taps

« The taps are installed with the use of the fixing set (see fig. 1),

= screw in the connection hoses (2) and the fixing screw to the tap (5),

« the connection hoses should be screwed in manually; up to the point when resistance
occurs. Screwing in the hoses strongly with the use of a flat wrench can result in
damage to the hoses. The hoses must be installed according to the pictures shown in
figure 3,

» insert the tap with the bottom gasket (6) to the mounting hole,

« put the gasket (4) and the washer (3) on the fixing screw,

« screw in the fixing nut (1) on the fixing screw,

« connect the ends of the hoses to the sections of the cold and hot water supply
system,

- after assembly check the tightness of the connections,

« In case of standing sink taps with an extended hose connect the spray handle with the
hose, fix the weight to the hose and screw in the hose connector to the pipe in the
unit's body. The other assembly operations should be carried out as described above.

Wall taps

The taps should be installed in the following order: (see fig. 2) - screw in the eccentric
connections (1) to the system section ended with the internal thread G1/2, sealing the
connection with Teflon tape (avoid applying too much seal) - the axes of the eccentric
holes on the side of G3/4 thread (or on the side of the double O-ring seal in the taps
equipped with such eccentrics) should be at the same height.

the front surfaces should be at the same distance from the wall, and the distance between
The holes should be equal to the distance between the axes of the connection nuts of the
tap's body.

The water system connections must be made in such a way that the axes of the hoses are
perpendicular to the wall and parallel to each other, screw the masking frames (2) on the
eccentrics, or fix the masking frames to the tap in case of models equipped with O-ring
mounted eccentrics, insert the gaskets (3) to the connection nuts (4) and screw them to
the eccentrics, or put the tap on the O- ring mounted eccentrics (in case of in the taps
equipped with such eccentrics), and lock them on the bottom side of the tap body with
double hexagonal screws, after assembly check the tightness of the connections.
